While NAPLAN does not measure everything that i s impo
numeracy development, it does provide each school with valuable data and every school is
expected to pay close attention to trends over a number of years.

1 Make certain that your child is well rested and gets at least 10 hours of sleep a night
during the testing period.
1 Ensure your child has a good breakfast every day so they can concent rate fully.

Provide your children with healthy snacks in their lunchbox to further aid concentration.

1 Ensure your child gets a healthy daily dose of exercise during the assessment period.
This will assist to reenergise your child, as well as release any an xiety they are

experiencing.

1 Try not to make a big deal of the test. Children who are anxious and worried about the
assessment will not perform to their potential.
1 Encourage your child to do their best.
